Bohemia after the extinction of the Premyslids

In 1306, the first Czech royal family, the Premyslids, died out. After the
death of Wenceslas lll, only female successors of the family remained - Anna K

and Eligka (daughters of Wenceslas Il) and the widows Eliska Rejcka and
Viola Tésinska. Since the Czech Kingdom was one of the richest countries, many
candidates applied for the Czech throne, The first king was Rudolf of Habsburg,
who married the queen (widow of Wenceslas I} Eliska Rejcka. He
was nicknamed the Porridge King (because he ate very sparingly) and ruled
for only one year. After him, Henry of Carinthia, the husband of Princess
Anna, ascended the throne. He was not popular as a king, as he was unable
to solve the problems that had accu mulated in the kingdom. The last option
for the dissatisfied Czech nobles was the marriage of Princess Eliska, who,
with the help of Peter of Aspelt (Archbishop of Mainz and former advisor to
Wenceslas 11}, married John of Luxembourg, son of the King of the Haly
Roman Empire (— Fig. 1). He founded ancther dynasty in Bohe i[E]

John of Luxembourg -

King John came to Bohemia in 1310. His arrival in Prague,
he had to fight for it militarily and first expel Henry of Carinthia
from Bohemia. However, John still did not have an easy position in Bohemia -

the Czech nobility had a strong position and often dictated their demands to
the young king. He did not have a warm relationship with Queen Elisabeth, with
whom he was separated by an age difference of four years, as well as different upbringing
and customs. The king therefore often stayed abroad and left the administration
of the country to the Czech nobility. He returned to Bohemia when he
needed to raise money for his travels and military campaigns. At home, he began to be

nicknamed the foreign king. ;

On the contrary, John was very capable in foreign policy, which is
why he was nicknamed the diplomat king. He loved knightly dugls
and games, in which he often participated (— Fig. 2). He managed to
permanently annex Cheb, as well as Lusatia and part of Silesia, to the
Kingdom of Bohemia. He also fought successfully in northern Italy, where

he gained small territories. He participated in many battles in Europe and
repeatedly went on a crusade to Lithuania.

The disputes with Queen Elisabeth escalated after
John believed reports that Elisabeth

was planning to dethrone him from the Bohemian throne

and become regent for their minor son. John imprisoned Elisabeth in her
castle and took his son Wenceslas to Loket Castle and then to Kfivoklat.

He was finally sent to France to the royal court, where the young prince
was to receive an education. There he also adopted his new name Charles.

For his coronation as King of Bohemia,
Charles had a new crown made, which is called
the St. Wenceslas Crown, as it is dedicated to the
Czech patron saint, 5t. Wenceslas. (— p. 44) Itis
made of gold, decorated with 94 precious stones
and 20 pearls. A thorn from Christ’'s crown was
also to be placed in the center of the crown, so
that the crown was also to be a reliquary. 22 Czech

kings were crowned with this crown, the last of
which was Ferdinand V in 1836.

Fig. 6 Construction of Charles Bridge
The foundation stone of Charles Bridge was laid
in 1357, exactly on 9 July at 5:31 am. It was not
completed until the beginning of the 15th century,
so King Charles did not live to see it completed.
At both ends of the bridge are bridge towers that
protected the entrance to the cities. A toll was also
collected for crossing the bridge until the 19th century.
During the Barogue period, sculptural decorations
were added to the bridge, which you can still
soa today.

Charles IV. died in 1378 at the age of 63
and was buried in St. Vitus Cathedral, At his funeral he was called Father of the Fatherland

for the first time.

Wenceslas IV.

The future of Wenceslas IV was fi rmly in the hands of his father, Charles
IV, from early childhood. At the age of two, Charles had him crowned King of Bohemia
and elected King of the Holy Roman Empire at the age of fifteen. Wenceslas
participated in councils and negotiations from a young age and was prepared
for the role of monarch. He took up independent rule after his father's death at
the age of seventeen, but altho ugh he had been prepared for his role for a long time,
this upbringing left him with aversion to the duties of a ruler. The situation
in Europe did not make his position on the throne any easier either. Aftar Wenceslas
ascended the throne, a plague epidemic swept through the countr ¥,
which had plagued all of Europe since the middle of the ce ntury. In addition,
at this time there was another schism in the church, after two popes were
elected simultaneous| ¥ - one based in Rome and the other in Avignon.

Master Jan Hus (= Fig. 2) worked at the University of Prague from the end of the1dth
century, and from 1402 he preached in the Bethlehem Chapel (— Fig. 3), where he
preached his views to the public in Czech. In his sermons, he criticized the
contemporary church and called for its reform (life in poverty, interest in
believers). At first, King Wenceslas IV was also sympathetic to Jan Hus, but only until
Hus began to criticize the sale of indulgences (peaple were supposed to be forgiven
their sins by buying indulgences), from which the king received inm.me,
He also got into disputes with the Archbishop of Prague, who ordered the
burning of all the writings of John Wycliffe and forbade preaching in the:
Bethlehem Chapel. Because Jan Hus did not obey this order, he was put
under an excommunication and an interdict was declared over Prague - n'n-i‘:h:ur_?jﬁ"
ceremonies (baptisms, funerals, weddings, ete.) were allowed tﬁ.he-pe;t'.q.:rr:.-n'-e.d?:

Sigismund of Luxembourg did not build
a very good reputation in Czech history due to
his battles with the Hussites. However, from the
point of view of European politics, he was a very
capable ruler, in many ways similar to his father
Charies IV. In his youth, he became King of|
Hungary and had to face the invasions of

the Ottoman Turks. In 1411, he became King
of the Holy Roman Empire and in 1433 he was crowned

Emperor. Like his father, he was a good
diplomat, his great success was the
resolution of the ongoing triple papacy at
the Council of Constance, which was long
mentioned only negatively in Czech history due
to the burning of Jan Hus.
